Remarks:  Culiseta melanura populations increased over the past week at several of the study sites providing the first evidence for an influx of nulliparous adults since early 
spring.  .Newly emerged adult Cs. melanura at this time of year favors amplification of EEE in local birds.  If collections continue to rise, the potential for EEE activity will 
intensify.  WNV was identified from 4 pools of mixed Culex mosquitoes over the past week providing the first evidence of amplification of that virus in our geographic area.  The 
positives were obtained  from 3 different counties (Hudson, Monmouth & Burlington) suggesting that early season virus activity is fairly widespread in the state this year.
